Mission Focus and Prayer Request

Dear friends,

I think you know the feeling; at any gathering the most important
person in the room comes over to specifically chat with you or to ask
something of you. This may not come close to the feeling we get when
God allows us to see how we have shared in His work. In a parable
Jesus has the Father (who represents God) say: "Son, go work in my
vineyard today." I am constantly reminded that the work of spreading
the Gospel is spiritual work. Only the Holy Spirit can produce eternal
fruit.

I gave out an evangelistic flyer recently and added a paragraph
offering “free of charge, the Gospel according to John to those who
ask for it.” In the first 2 weeks I have given out 6 copies and one man
afterwards asked for a New Testament!

Last Sunday a lady confessed not to be a believer and came to
church. Her mother, who was a believer went to be with the Lord the
previous week. While going to work the lady found a flyer someone
had left on the seat of the subway car. After reading it she decided she
wanted to come to church. Before leaving she thanked the church
family for giving her such a warm welcome.

I’m still reading the Bible with the catechism teacher of the local
parish. She understands more and more the truth of the Gospel and the
errors she has been taught all her life. Although, she does not have the
conviction to break with her past and is still hanging on to the customs
she has been taught since childhood. She readily admits that they are
not according to the Word of God, please continue to pray for her.

The Apostle Peter's experience can help us understand the struggles
she is going through and how hard it is to make such a stand. Only
through the power of the Holy Spirit can this happen.

In his sermon on the day of Pentecost, Peter quoted the prophet Joel:
"In the last days, God says, I will pour out my Spirit on all people,
(Acts 2:17)." That is what came out of his mouth but we know from
reading further on in the book of Acts and in Galatians 2, that Peter in
his mind, added the word "Jewish" to "on all people"...on all [Jewish]
people. How hard it was for him to break with the traditions he had
been trained in. He said: 'No, Lord' to a specific command from God.
He did not want to go to Cornelius's house to share the Gospel. He



stopped eating with his Gentile brothers-in-Christ when some came
from Jerusalem. Thankfully, by the time the conference on whether
circumcision was needed for salvation was held (Acts 15) Peter had
understood the error of his thinking. It seems to be as hard for the
catechist as it was for Peter to break with his traditions.
