Since April we’ve been experiencing storms almost every day which 

has curtailed our outside activities with distributions of tracts and 

gospels. 

 We tried open air meetings but they had to be cancelled three 

times due to the weather. It seems that the enemy did not want us to 

do it this.  On May 1st we had an outreach in a public park with 

about 500 people in attendance from different churches. Many 

visitors came for this special event, it was a blessed day. 

In our La Garriga ministry we continue to visit two elderly 

families.  Our Wednesday prayer meeting continues to increase in 

numbers as we study the ministry of Jesus, dealing with different 

persons. Thursdays Eugene continues with a study “People of 

Prayer” in the Bible. 

Eugene continues to conduct meetings once a month in valley area 

churches.  There is a plan to print magazines with all the church 

information for other churches in this area. 

We are making preparations and looking forward to our European 

Missions Conference in France this August. Beginning in September 

Eugene has been asked by the Granoller’s Church to conduct an 

eleven week study on the Messianic Psalms. 

During July and August many of our members are away on  

holidays.
