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    While visiting one of my neighbours he asked me about 

the death of Jesus on the cross. I asked if he had a Bible that 

we could read. He is a collector of old and rare books and the 

only copy of the Bible he owns was printed in 1572 in Latin. 

He got it for me and we read from the Gospel according to 

John, chapter 20. Shakespeare was correct when he wrote: "a 

rose by any other name would smell as sweet" and so is the 

Word of God in any language it is read, even in Latin. When 

we arrived at the declaration of Thomas: "Dominus meus et 

Deus meus" (my Lord and my God) it sounded so 'sweet'. 

After reading the chapter in Latin, I thought of how long the 

Italians have had God's Word kept hidden from them. There 

is such a lack of knowledge of sacred Scriptures in Italy. I 

left my neighbour's home with an open invitation to return 

and talk more on the subject.  

    The Lord gave me the opportunity to have a priest from the 

local parish come to my apartment for a visit. As you can 

imagine we discussed many subjects. I was shocked at his 

ignorance of the Bible and what it says. He said, for example: 

"The apostle Paul says, "... each time I responded: "If you can 

show me where the apostle Paul says that in the Bible I 

would believe it with all my heart because what you have just 

said as coming from Paul and is not in the Bible. I don't know 

what you are quoting but it is not the Word of God." Each 

time he went to something else.  



    The verse that seemed to startle him the most was 1Tim.2:5 "For there 

is one God and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ 

Jesus, who gave himself as a ransom for all men." From this verse, I 

pointed out that no priest, saint or Madonna could be a mediator 

between God and men because only Jesus fulfills that role. The priest 

took the Bible from my hands and read it over very carefully. "Well, this 

can be interpreted in many ways" he said after a short pause. "Which of 

the 25 words is open to a double meaning or could mean other that what 

is says in this context?" I asked. This time he looked at the first page of 

the Bible we were reading. I knew he was going to say: "But this is the 

Protestant Bible." You can only imagine the shocked expression on His 

face when he realized we were reading from the Roman Catholic 

translation of the Bible that bears the imprimatur of the Cardinal. At this 

point, he closed the Bible, handed it back to me and headed for the door. 

I asked if he would be willing to come back for lunch so we could 

discuss God's Word further. He gave me a vague promise that sometime 

in the future he would come.  

    The lady who has been teaching the catechism for over 25 years in the 

local parish is still reading the Bible with me on a weekly basis. We 

have read almost the entire New Testament. I know she understands 

more now than when we first started to read. I pray the Lord to open her 

heart. For the past few months, she has been attending our church Bible 

Studies. She enjoys being with the believers in our congregation. At all 

the studies, she takes an active part.  

    One final story - "Is that religious material," an older man, who 

walked with a marked limp in his leg, said to me while I was distributing 

the evangelistic flyer at one of the Metro (subway) stops. "Yes and no," 

I responded. By this time, he had already passed me but I heard him say 

without looking back: "There is no God. There is too much suffering in 

the world for God to exist.” I could not understand what he said 

afterwards. As I watched him go down the street, my heart ached for 

him. He is so typical of the residences of Rome. He reminded me of 

Israel of old, blaming God for disciplining them for their rebellion. 

God's judgments are with a view to bringing repentance.  

    Thank you for your partnership in the cause of Christ through prayer.
