Mission Focus and Prayer Request

The Wildsmiths (home-assignment) FEBInt’l.- Africa
Greetings from Kingston, ON.

We are very sorry that this monthly update is late, but time slipped by
unnoticed as our focus was on other issues.

In spite of the turmoil that Kenya has recently gone through, on July
12 sixteen students graduated from Moffat Bible College and are
entering full time Christian ministry. The work of training new church
workers is as important as ever, because many African congregations
continue to be without reliable ministers. By July 15, the college had
accepted fifteen first year students and hopes are high for an incoming
class of thirty. Please pray that this would come about.

In our May update we asked you to pray for a Moffat student, Laban
Koech whose young son died that month. One of our colleagues, Rich
Harrell, was part of a large Moffat delegation that attended Caleb’s
funeral. He writes, “The Lord used Caleb's funeral to heal divisions
between Laban's tribal group and the majority tribal group from the
Kijabe area yesterday. One person from Laban's tribe who attended the
funeral yesterday commented that the Moffat students were treating
Laban's family as if they were brothers. This is especially significant
because the area around Laban's community was the site of tribal clashes
and burnings in January. We drove past several camps for internally
displaced people on our trip yesterday. It is significant to us that God is
using Caleb even in his death, to demonstrate the love of God and the
unity and fellowship of believers to his family's neighbours and
community. This would not be possible under other circumstances. We
thank the Lord that He can turn around a seemingly senseless death and
use it for life. We are thankful too, that the tribal violence has subsided.”

Isaac Mutua and Simon Thiongo continue training Moffat students to
teach the AIDS Behaviour Change curriculum. In April they trained
thirty primary school students from six schools to continue AIDS
programs in their own schools. Seven teachers were also equipped to
support these students. Isaac also oversees the community development
that Janet was engaged in to help meet the needs of orphaned children
who do not have any education or job training. He is kept busy with
these things as well as continuing his studies for his Masters. Please pray
for Isaac and Simon as they minister and for Janet as she responds to
email requests from other missionaries starting AIDS projects in Sudan
and Equatorial Guinea.

I’ve been doing a little preaching and teaching at our home church,
Bay Park Baptist and will also be working up various seminars and
presentations for deputation, should such opportunities arise. Please pray
they will! We also spend time working on our house each week. Home



ownership and three people on shift work have given us a greater appreciation
of many people’s day-to-day responsibilities here in Canada.

We will be returning to Kenya this December, in time for the second school
term, whether our support level reaches maximum or not. Our deepest thanks
to all the churches and individuals, who have participated in building God’s
Kingdom in Nigeria and Kenya. Your support over the last twenty-five years
has made a difference in so many areas of our ministry.

We’ll have to return to Canada for a month or so in the summer of 2009 as
our elder son David will marry Erin Doherty on August 1. Yes, he’s engaged to
a wonderful Christian young woman. Lots of family milestones have been
occurring while we’ve been home. James continues to work two jobs as he
waits for Canadian army application to wend its slow and tortuous way to
completion. Please continue to pray for our sons as they sink some roots in
Canada, a major goal of this time home for us.

Today is our twenty-fourth wedding anniversary. Lunch out tomorrow will
be our way of celebrating our years of marriage and ministry together. I thank
God for Janet and her love.
